Screen 16

A before and after satellite picture of the ice shelf is now showing on the
screen.

Patrick:

But the ice shelves are breaking up, and the sea ice is thinner. It's
happening quite quickly too. Sometimes after a penguin has been out
hunting he returns to find that the ice has broken away and his family
has drifted off.

Many chicks and eggs are lost at sea.

Professor Green:
Is there anywhere else you can live?

Professor Green:
So where do you keep your eggs, and how do you raise the chicks
when they hatch?

What is global warming?

We can see images of the things that are causing global warming on
the screen as Professor Green uses his remote to click through them.

Professor Green:
Global warming is caused by the fact the more and more Carbon
Dioxide is being released into the atmosphere.

Patrick:
Why is that?

Professor Green:

It's because humans are using more energy than ever before for
industry, for heating, and for transport. More fuel is being used, and as
it is being used it's releasing more and more chemicals that trap heat in
the atmosphere.

We can now see a scientific diagram of the Sun’s heat being trapped in
the atmosphere.

TEACHER PAUSE POINT: The teacher can discuss what types of
fuel create carbon dioxide / greenhouse gases.

Professor Green shows us an image of the ice melting.

Patrick:
So is just me that's being affected?

Professor Green:
I'm afraid not Patrick.

As Professor Green talks we see a sequence of corresponding images.

Professor Green:

It's affecting us all Patrick.

Storms are getting worse in many places.

And the storms are causing flooding.

The flooding is driving people from their homes.

Even though some places are getting wetter. Lots are getting drier.
Causing crops to fail. Which is depriving people of food.

We see an image of a Polar Bear uncomfortably balancing on a glacier.

Professor Green:
And our friends the Polar Bears are also suffering.

Patrick:
So what can we do to stop this process?

Professor Green:

Well it's not all gloom and doom Patrick. There is actually a lot we can
do...and a lot of it is being done. Look | can show you.

Professor Green:
We can cut down on burning fuels by using alternative energies that
harness nature’s power.
