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Generation Green KS2 Assembly Plan

This assembly plan has been developed to help you get Generation Green off to a good start in your school,
and inspire pupils about environmental issues.

Topic: Generation Green - Saving energy in our school. Age range: Ks2 (7 to 11).

Bring up slide 1 ‘the planet at night’.

Question 1: What is this a picture of?

Explain that the photograph was taken from hundreds of thousands of miles away in space. Although this is a true
image of the sky at night it would be impossible to take the photo in one shot because it would never be night across
the whole planet at the same time. The photo was taken in sections and then stuck together. Point to different part
@ of the map and ask pupils if they can identify what countries there are. If you work in a multiethnic school it might be @
nice to get pupils to come up and point out where they were born or where there family comes from.

Now ask pupils to look at the concentration of lights.

Question 2: Which places have the most lights? Why do you think that

these places have more lights than other places?

Explain that more and more people are being born everyday and more and more homes and businesses are being
built all over the world. Places like Africa, India and South America are developing very fast and as they do they will
be using more and more energy to their homes and fuel their cars.

Question 3: What do you think will happen to this picture as more and
more people build houses and use energy to light their homes? Will
there be more or less lights?

More lights means more electricity. We make most of our electricity from fossil fuels.
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
